
Creative Nonfiction Prompt:  

Now is your opportunity to tell a story that means something,  a true story with a purpose, a purpose to appeal to the masses in an attempt to make them aware of who you are, where you come from, and/or what you have to offer in the way of knowledge and guidance.  Also, don’t be afraid to show off your style here.  

You may use this exercise as a chance to write your college essay.  This may be a good idea if you are going to college.

Guidelines:  

The length of this piece must be no less than 2 pages.  It shall not exceed 650 words.  

Be sure to title your piece.

This piece must be typed and double-spaced in 12-point Times New Roman or comparable font.  

Expose yourself in a manner that is appropriate to your intended audience.

Especially if you plan to use this as a college Essay: 

This is called a narrative because it is supposed to tell a story.  This is called an essay because the story functions as a means for defining a thesis.  Be sure as you appeal to your audience’s emotion with the story you also come off as a credible and logical writer with a purpose.  

Prompts to get you started:

1 application would be incomplete without it. If this sounds like you, then please share your story.

2 Recount an incident or time when you experienced failure. How did it affect you, and what lessons did you learn?

Reflect on a time when you challenged a belief or idea. What prompted you to act? Would you

3 make the same decision again?

Describe a place or environment where you are perfectly content. What do you do or experience

4 there, and why is it meaningful to you?

Discuss an accomplishment or event, formal or informal, that marked your transition from

5 childhood to adulthood within your culture, community, or family.
